During my second year in law school, my exams caused me
to panic. I had prepared well, I thought, but the exams unnerved
me and they went very badly. I was completely convinced that I
had failed them. I mentally prepared to receive failing or
near failing-grades and began to make plans to find an
alternative path in life. I didn't think I could finish my third
and final year at law school after such a disaster. I took
deep breaths and waited for the bad news. When the envelope
came, I opened it with calm resignation. But the grades were
an A and an A—. I looked again and blinked. How was it
possible? Some guardian angels were looking out for me yet
again. I wouldn't have to leave law school.

In 1972, a Hershey's chocolate bar cost only 5 cents. Today,
the same bar costs at least 50 cents. That's an increase of
over 900 percent! This increase sounds extreme, doesn't it? But
1s it really as severe as the math makes it seem? Not quite.
The problem with this claim is that while the actual price of
a Hershey's bar may have increased 900 percent, it's not a
fair comparison.
